CITY BYLAW NO. 35-102

It shall be an offence against this bylaw for any Person to consume or
have in their possession any Liquor in any City Park or Public Land
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RULE 3.03 - B7, B8 AND B10

B.Players are expected to behave in a professional and sportsmanlike
manner while participating in a PDGA-sanctioned event. Actions that
are in violation of this conduct include but are not limited to:

7. Activities which are in violation of federal, state or local laws or
ordinances, park regulations or disc golf course rules. Tournament
Directors are granted the discretion to disqualify a player based on the
severity of the offending conduct. An official tournament warning prior
to disqualification may be issued by a Tournament Director where
appropriate.

8. The possession of illegal substances in violation of federal, state or
local laws. The use of marijuana is not permitted at PDGA events,
regardless of federal, state or local laws, or the possession of a medical
marijuana card.

10.Possession of alcohol from the start of play until the player’s
scorecard is submitted is not allowed. Such possession shall result in
immediate disqualification at PDGA events sanctioned at B-Tier or
higher.

In the Summer of 2021, The Kamloops Disc Golf Club knew they wanted to get
back into the game by hosting a big tournament. The world was starting to
settle down, disc golf had seen a surge of new players and there was a
demand for events.
