Course Contingencies & Ghost Holes

Thanks to some beautiful early spring weather, a few of the holes on the front nine at King’s Forest 
may be compromised during this year’s event. Specifically, holes 3 & 4 can flood and get very muddy 
during the spring melt. In an effort to err on the side of safety, and keep everyone’s feet dry and 
rounds coasting-along, we’ve flagged a pair of “contingency holes” to replace our traditional holes 3 
& 4 should the need arise. These holes can be previewed on the course map below (alternative 3 & 4). 
As mentioned, these holes are currently flagged as well if you’d like to practice them in-person prior 
to the weekend. I am not particularly a fan of last-minute changes if they can be avoided, however, 
this weekend’s melt water conditions are out of our control so we’ll do our best to make lemonade.

Our Ghost Hole(s) will be located between holes 9 & 10 during the KFO this year, rather than between 
19 and 1. This was changed in an effort to allow players to observe when it is their turn from the 
clubhouse restaurant as well as streamline the walk from 19 to the pads for 1 which are directly 
adjacent.
