- 11.10- 11.45 Player sign-in at Tournament HQ. (You will see the 
gazebo close to the family course).

Tee off 12.00. You can go to the starting hole on your own pace but 
it is recommended to be 10min early.

Lilford Park  
Getting to the course  
 
Lilford Park is located in Leigh, WN7 1JB.  
 
There is car park on site, but it is rather small.  Alternatively, for those who do not drive, it is also 
approximately a 10-minute walk from the guided bus route out of the centre of Manchester. You will 
need to get the V1 bus from Manchester Piccadilly, it runs approximately every 10 minutes.  
 
Once you arrive, head through the main gates and straight along the path towards the back of the 
park. You will pass the toilets on your right. Tournament HQ will be set up at along the left side of 
this path close to the Covid Memorial Garden and iconic bean tree. The blue tee for Hole 1 is just 
inside the trees.  
 

Parking 

Please read this information about parking at the park. There is a small car park at the entrance of 
the park. It is oddly shaped and does not have lined spaces. If you arrive early enough to get parked 
here, please only park around the perimeter. No parking in the middle. In addition, many gates 
cannot be blocked as they open to a water station. If the car park is full, please park up on the south 
west side of Elmridge Road (see second photo below) or anywhere around the green on The Avenue.  
Don’t park on both sides of the road as this causes problems for Emergency vehicles getting through 
to the nearby infirmary and Iain will definitely hear about it, which he would rather skip the 
headache. 

 



On Sundays, there are no permit restrictions on The Avenue. Double yellow lines have recently 
been painted on Platt Fold Road, so do not park here unless you like tickets. Just look for signs and 
restrictions. We will try to have someone there directing traffic and sorting people out, but this is if 
we can find a volunteer to do it. 

Toilets 

There is a toilet block in the park on the main walking path near the children’s play area. This will be 
available all day.

Nearby Shops 

There is not anything extremely close to the park, but a few bigger supermarkets and petrol stations 
about a 5-10 minute drive away.

People in the park usually stick to the 
main walking path marked in grey above, but can meander off in the nicer 
weather as the woodland dries up a bit. Please use a spotter on hole 5 and only 
throw when the walking path is clear.
