
Raven's Bowl 2026 Round 2 Safari MPO and MP40 Caddie Book 
 

Rules: 
 

 Layout:  This is a one time safari layout for this tournament only, read the hole breakdown for 
details. 
 

 Markers:  Players must mark their lie, and may choose to either use mini markers or simply 
leave the previous thrown disc where it lies.  Mini markers should be laid in the line of play 
touching the front edge of your disc.  Your lie is defined as an 8x11 inch area directly behind 
your marker.

 Foot faults:   Teeing off:  Players must have their foot down on the tee pad when they release 
the disc.  After the drive:  The player must have at least one foot in contact with the lie, but 
their other foot can be outside of the lie as long as it's not closer to the target.  Putting:  
Within 10 meters of the basket (33 feet), the player can't touch a spot in front of the lie with a 
supporting point until they have demonstrated "full control of balance". For example, stepping 
past the disc as you putt is called a "falling putt" and is a foot fault.  Stepping past the disc is 
allowed outside of 10 meters.    
 

 Obstacles:  Players may only move woodland obstacles that are dead and detached (i.e. 
brush, limbs, rocks, etc).  The intentional removal or breaking live or attached limbs as well as 
any other obstacles that are considered part of the course (i.e. benches, targets, walkways, 
etc) will result in two penalty strokes.  Practice baskets will be provided inside of the coral and 
will not be played as targets on any hole.  These practice baskets will be treated as obstacles 
that are part of the course during tournament play and may not be moved. 
 

 No 2 meter rule:  If your disc lands in a tree, or comes to rest suspended above the ground in 
any way, mark your lie on the ground directly beneath the front edge of your disc.  Please 
confirm your new lie with your card mates before knocking your disc down from the tree or 
suspended position.  If you knock the disc down before marking your lie this will be considered 
a throw, adding a stroke to your score.  Nobody wants this to happen to you, please mark your 
lie. 
 

 Out-of-Bounds:   OB will be in play on holes 2, 8, 15 and 18.  OB line itself is out of bounds, 
all out-of-bounds lies will proceed to the designated drop zone with a one stroke penalty.  If 
any of the disc in question is crossing the in-bounds side of the OB line, the lie is considered in 
bounds.  If there is a question about an OB lie, it will be ruled as OB for the time being.  Take a 
picture of the lie and play a provisional from your lie, then proceed to the drop zone to 
complete the hole.  Record both scores and check in with the TD after the round for a ruling. 

 

 Casual relief:  If an obstacle physically prevents the player from taking a legal stance behind 
the marker disc, or from marking a disc above or below the playing surface, the player may 
mark a new lie on the line of play immediately behind that obstacle.  If a player's disc lands 
near an out of bounds area the player may take relief up to one meter from the O.B. line.  
Casual relief may be taken from behind any non-OB streams. 

 
 
 
 
 



Rules continued: 
 

 
 Drop zones:  Drop zones will be marked by 2 white flags with the letters DZ on them, these 

two flags will serve as the front two corners of the Drop Zone.  Most holes do not have a drop 
zone and require the player to re-tee from the tee box in the case of a lost disc.  Check the 
hole notes to confirm the proper play.   

 

 Lost discs:  Once all of the players on your card have joined the search for a lost disc, a 3 
minute timer should be started.  If the disc is not found within that 3 minutes it will be declared 
lost.  The player will re-throw from their previous lie with a one stroke penalty.  If a disc is 
declared lost from the initial drive, the player must re-tee from the tee box with a one stroke 
penalty.. 
 

For Safari Round Only: 
 

 Misplay:  Types of misplays are: incorrect lie, Failure to complete a hole, non-sequential play, 
absent, missing, omitted hole, incorrect hole, extra hole, wrong starting group or wrong starting 
hole.  If a misplay has occurred, the player or players must replay the hole.  No penalty strokes 
will be given, but the card who has misplayed may need to yield to cards backed up behind 
them for speed of play.  Please pay attention to the layout, the player meeting and the hole 
notes in this caddie book.  If there is any question about tee box or basket locations, take note 
of the confusion and confirm your course of action with the TD after the round.

Hole Breakdown: 

 

Hole 1:  Plays from regular hole 3's tee box to regular 1's basket.  No OB.  Par 3, 232 feet,  23' 

downhill.   

Hole 2:  Tee box located 100' directly behind regular hole 2's tee.  Plays to regular hole 2's basket.  

The Creek OB is marked with chalk.  All OB lies proceed to the drop zone with a one stroke penalty.  

The drop zone is located behind the opening of the fence.  Par 4, 360 feet, 17' Uphill.   

Hole 3:  "Old 10" Tee box, to regular hole 3's basket.  To find the tee, take trail to regular hole 3 and 

continue on that trail past the disc return.  The tee pad is marked with chalk.   No Mando, No OB.  Par 

3, 136 feet, 7' Downhill.   

Hole 4: Tee box located 30 feet behind regular hole 4's tee.   No OB.  Par 3, 240 feet, 18' Downhill.   

Hole 5:  Plays from regular hole 5's tee pad to the temp Black Hole basket to the left.  No OB.  Par 3, 

250 feet, 17' uphill. 

Hole 6:  Tee box located downhill from regular hole 11's green, shooting to hole 10's basket.   No OB.    

Par 3, 250 feet, 25' uphill.   

Hole 7:  To find the tee, follow the road uphill and around the corner turning left.  The tee pad is 

marked with chalk.  No OB.  Par 3, 261 feet, 6' uphill.   

Hole 8:  Plays from Regular hole 9's tee pad to regular 19's basket, dog leg right.  Mando tree on 

right marked with pink tape.  Missed Mando shots must re-tee. Pond OB, trench OB.  White chalk 

marks the out-of-bounds line.  Proceed  to the drop zone with a one stroke penalty.  The drop zone is 

located uphill from regular hole 9's basket.  Par 4, 555 feet, 25' Downhill.   

Hole 9:  Tee box located on Regular hole 19's Fairway across the creek from the basket.  The shot 

Plays 19's fairway backwards to regular hole 8's basket.  No OB.  Par 3, 234 feet, 6' uphill. 

Hole 10:  Tee box located on regular hole 18's fairway and plays to regular hole 17's basket.  No OB.  

Par 3, 159 feet, 6' Downhill. 

Hole 11:  Plays from regular hole 16's tee box to regular hole 14's basket, dog leg right.  No OB.    

Par 3, 293 feet,  14' Downhill. 

Hole 12:  Tee box located near regular hole 13's green, plays to basket located to the left of regular 

hole 13's tee box.  No OB.  Par 3, 270 feet, flat. 

Hole 13:  Tee box is located directly behind center field of the ball field fence to regular hole 20's 

basket.  the ball field is OB. for MPO division only, and is considered in-bounds for MP40.  All OB lies 

proceed to the drop zone with a one stroke penalty.  the drop zone is located on the road past the ball 

field.  Par 5, 626 feet, 5' Downhill. 

Hole 14:  Plays from regular hole 12's tee box to a temp basket between the bleachers of the logging 

show.  No OB.  Par 3, 326, 15' Downhill. 



 

Hole Breakdown: 

 

Hole 15:  Tee box is located uphill between the logging show bleachers and the ball field.  The basket 

is located in front of the blue building behind the Ferris wheel.  The fences surrounding the Ferris 

wheel and the carousel are O.B. bunkers.  All OB lies proceed to the drop zone with a one stroke 

penalty.  The drop zone is located between the Ferris Wheel and the Carousel.   Par 3, 390 feet, 25' 

Downhill. 

Hole 16:  Tee box is located in front of the double doors to Mcpherson's Barn.  The hole plays 

through the barn to the basket on the far side.  Anything inside of the barn and fence surrounding the 

basket are in-bounds.  All areas outside of the fence are OB.  All OB lies must re-throw from the 

previous lie.  Par 3, 158', flat. 

Hole 17:  Tee box is located on the far side of the main parking lot.  Once players walk through the 

main gates to the parking lot, proceed to the far side of the lot and to the right towards the flagged 

tree.  The tree is not the tee box, the tee is marked with chalk.  The basket is located in the far corner 

of the parking lot to the right of the dump truck.  No OB.  Par 4, 500 feet, flat. 

Hole 18:  Walk past the dump truck towards Fair drive.  The MPO tee box is located on the corner to 

the right, and the box for all other divisions is across the road towards the entrance to the rear parking 

lot.  The basket is located in the volleyball court, which plays an island green.  If a player does not 

make it onto the island, proceed to the drop zone with a one stroke penalty.  The drop zone is located 

on the deck of the Klondike building  All missed island shots from the drop zone must re-throw with a 

one stroke penalty.  Par 3, 240 feet, 5' uphill.
