MPO/MP40/MA1/MA40/FPO/FP40/MP50/FA1/MA2 - White/White/White

FA2/FA40/FP50/FA3/MA4/MJ/FJ - Red/Red/Red

each tee sign post is marked with a painted round washer to denote tee colour.

Starting holes & groups will be posted to PDGA tournament page after registration

closes at 10PM Thursday night.



General Rules:

out-of-bounds is point of entry o.b. Meaning that if you go out of bounds, you

must take your next shot from the last point your disc was in-bounds with a 1

stroke penalty. You get 1m relief from o.b. line when you mark your drop.

On close O.B. calls your disc must be touching in-bounds. If you line up two o.b.

stakes and your disc is right on the “line” you are not in-bounds. 

all golf sand greens are out-of-bounds. You take your next shot from the last

point you were in-bounds with a 1 stroke penalty.

Hole 15 is normal point of entry o.b. if you throw into the water from the tee

you advance to where it was last in-bounds 1m from the waters edge. PDGA

rules allow you to take your drop as far backwards from the o.b. in line from

the basket as you want. You also have the option to re-tee with penalty. 

hole 17 is a true island hole. You must make it inside the island to be considered

in-bounds. Point of entry o.b. does not apply. if you miss the island from the

white tee you proceed to the red tee/dz-1 throwing your 3rd shot. If you miss

the island again from the red tee/dz-1 you proceed to dz-2 throwing your 5th

shot. if you do not want to risk the tee shot from the white tees you may

proceed to red tee/dz-1 with 2 penalty strokes, so you would be throwing your

3rd shot from red tee/dz-1. 

for players playing red tees if you miss the island you proceed to dz-2 and

throw your 3rd shot from there.
