Restrictions: 
Prohibition of the consumption of alcohol and drugs on the course during rounds, for players. 
 

Format: 
The tournament takes place over 3 rounds of 18 holes. 

The 3 rounds are played in shotgun, with a sudden death if necessary. 
 

The Pros + MA1 categories will play on the layout A (long tees); the other categories will play 

on the layout B (short tees). 

 

Scorecard: 
Paper scorecards will be available at HQ if needed. 

However, scores will be taken on the PDGA Scorecard app. The paper scorecard simply allows the 

score to be scored in parallel to avoid scoring errors. The PDGA scorecard will be authentic. 
  
Sudden death: 
Sudden death will be played on holes 2, 3 and 4 and then "Closest to the pin" on hole 2. 
  
Cash prizes, packages and rewards: 

 
Pros: 100% of the fees are paid into the payout + 400 euros minimum of added cash distributed 

proportionally to the number of players per category; 33% of players are paid. 

Amateurs:  package value = 115% of the registration fee ; trophies for the podium; awards to the 

1stand 2nd  of each category.
