Tournament Info

• Livescoring on PDGA/Score scoring app using password “BNT7”
• Minimum 2 players per group keep score ! Make sure phones are

charged !
• Starting groups on PDGA event page, round 1 and 2 play

consecutive with the same cards.
• Register yourself at HQ between 8 and 9am so we know you are 

there.
• Cold drinks and hotdogs will be for sale at HQ.
• HQ will be at the building next to hole 1 and 13.
• BeDiscgolf reprezent, Chrles and his shop will setup @ HQ



Tournament Timing

• 8am – 9am: player registration @ HQ
• 9am: playermeeting @ HQ
• 9:30am – 1pm: Round 1 & Round 2

Hole 1 – 128m Par 3

Ob on the left and right passed the
staked/flagged line.

Be careful for players teeing off for island hole 
#13

Take note there is no time allowed to look for
lost discs OB, you can come back for those
after the round.



Hole 2 – 82m Par 3

No Ob but you really don’t want to go in the
rough. 



Hole 3 – 94m Par 3

Ob long passed the staked line on the
fairway of hole #4

Advised to have one player from the group
spotting for safety and to avoid looking for
discs



Hole 4 – 75m Par 3

Ob on the left and right in the rough passed
the staked/flagged line.

Ob in the pont passed the flagged line.



Hole 5 – 100m Par 3

OB on the right side passed the staked line 
(outside mowed path). Ob stops and goes
right into infinity after the corner.

Take note there is no time allowed to look for
lost discs OB, you can come back for those
after the round.



Hole 6 – 141m Par 4

OB on the right side passed the treeline on 
the fairway of hole #8

Mando to be passed on the left side, when
missed, dropzone + 1 penalty. Mando plain
as marked on the teesign.

Ob long passed the staked/flagged line 
(outside of mowed path)

Be careful for players on the teepad/fairway 
of hole #8.



Hole 7 – 65m Par 3

Ob right of the basket over the fence.

Be careful crossing the fairway of hole #6 
when going to the next hole.



Hole 8 – 95m Par 3

Ob on the right passed the trees, 
staked/flagged line on the fairway of hole 
#6.

Ob left over the fence in the archerclub.

Round 1 & 2 Cash CTP Hole



Hole 9 – 100m Par 4

Ob long passed the flagged line (in the
ditch)

Be careful for people walking/biking in the
forest.



Hole 1 – 128m Par 3

Ob on the left on and over the road.

Tripple mando between the marked trees 
and under the hanging fence. Mando plains
are marked, when missed, dropzone + 1 
penalty.



Hole 11 – 80m Par 3

Ob on the left over the fence on the football
field.
Ob right over the staked, marked line.
Ob in the buch right of the basket passed the
flagged line.



Hole 12 – 120m Par 4

Ob on the left over the vence on the football
field (marked with flags)

Mando, marked tree to be passed on the
right side, when missed, dropzone +1 penalty

Second shot

Hole 13 – 65m Par 3

Island Hole !!!

When you miss the island (circle 1), next shot 
from dropzone + 1 penalty
