All PDGA Rules Apply For This Event

Smoking & Alcohol
Alcohol and Cannabis substances are not permitted to be
consumed during sanctioned play from 2 minutes before tee
time and until the card is submitted. Disqualification may occur
as per rule 3.03 C.4 in the PDGA Competition Manual. Smoking is
not permitted in the park.

Scoring
Official Scoring Platform is PDGA Live App

Access Code: dieppe

Important: Every player on the card MUST keep score as per
PDGA Rule 808. Score keeping can also be completed using
UDisc or paper. 

Out of Bounds
Most, but not all, OB areas will be defined by rope. 
OB Water - only water on Hole 2 and Hole 18 will played as OB.
All other water on the course will be played as casual relief.
Players are responsible for knowing the OB rules as per PDGA
806.02.

Hazard
All ballfield areas are considered hazard (not OB).
Players are responsible for knowing the hazard rules as per
PDGA 806.05.



Tie-Breaker Playoff Rules
In the event of a tie for 1st place in any division, a sudden-
death playoff will determine the winner. The playoff will
proceed through the following hole rotation and repeat as
necessary: Holes 1-2-3-9-10-11-18 (and repeated if necessary).

For playoffs involving more than two players, the player(s) with
the highest score on a hole will be eliminated.

Example: On Hole 1, Players A and B score a 3 while Player C
scores a 4. Player C is eliminated and finishes in 3rd place.
Players A and B continue the playoff on Hole 2.

Tee order on the first playoff hole will be decided at random
(e.g., coin flip or disc flip), and will alternate on each
subsequent hole.

End of Round Check-In
All players are required to check in with the Tournament
Director immediately after completing their round to confirm
that their scores have been properly submitted. Failure to do so
may result in scorecard penalties or disqualification.

Casual Relief
Discs that come to rest on the drainage rock piles on Holes 4 or
13, or directly against any fences on the course, may be played
with casual relief. Relief may be taken to the nearest playable
lie, no closer to the basket, without penalty.
