GENERAL COURSE RULES 

• If a fence line is designated as an Out-of-Bounds line, the inside of the post is the identifying line 

• Pads are marked with a blue flag (long) or white flag (short) 

• Drop Zones for missed Mandatories are marked with pink flags 

• HAZARDS: If you land outside of hazard string line (Hole 16 & 18) - play from the position of your disc and 
take a 1 stroke penalty 

• OUT-OF-BOUNDS: If you cross an Out-Of-Bounds line, mark your position 1 meter in bounds from the spot 
in which you went out of bounds and take a 1 stroke penalty

CHECK-IN  

You can pick up your pack at any time before your round when you check in with the Tournament Director at 
Tournament Central (Large Amphitheater) next to hole 10’s basket.  

ACE POT & CTPS 

Double check during check in if you’re in the ace pot ($5) and CTPs ($10) 

CTPs are assigned per division and all CTP buy-in money will be split evenly amongst the CTP holes for that 
division. 

CTPs will be played for during Saturday’s round with winners posted to Disc Golf Scene Saturday Evening and 
paid out in cash on Sunday. 

STARTING HOLE CHECK-IN 

Please be at hole 1 a minimum of 5 minutes before your tee time. We want to make sure we stay on schedule 
and cards begin on time and with the appropriate number of players.

We’ll be utilizing the PDGA Live Scoring as the official scoring method. Either download the app or visit
