Special Rule — Fence Area:
» If your disc lands within the fence wall,
you are granted casual relief.
* Proceed without penalty, placing your lie
one meter back, in line with the basket.
Safety & Spotting:
» Be aware of players on or returning
from the green.
» Always check the spotter's signal
before throwing.
